ISDN CAPI Port Driver for Windows 95





Description


MS offers with Windows 95 a broad range of communication solutions like remote login, terminal, mail exchange etc. In order to enable the platform Windows 95 for ISDN, AVM develops and distributes an ISDN CAPI Port Driver that complies with the current Windows 95 architecture for remote access (RAS) and is based on the COMMON-ISDN-API (CAPI). This driver enables Windows 32 RAS API or WinSocket/NetBIOS based applications for the media ISDN. That means applications like peer networking, remote login, Hyperterminal, mail exchange also can now be used over ISDN.

Features


The ISDN CAPI Port Driver enables the Remote Access Services of Windows for ISDN. It provides NDIS based applications with  ISDN benefits, like a line speed of 64 kbit/s (56 kbit/s in USA), short connect times of 1-2 seconds and a very small error rate. All RAS inherent features are supported. 


Once installed it enables the Windows system for remote access to different remote sites, like Windows NT servers, NetWare MultiProtocol Routers for ISDN and other routers with PPP. Additionally all other remote access MS applications can be used in conjunction with ISDN.


The plug-and-play installation routine confirms with the Windows 95 guide lines for applications. 


This solution is based on CAPI, the European standard ETS 300 325. This gives the customer additionally access to all CAPI 2.0 based apps. With this driver installed it is possible to use NDIS and CAPI based applications simultaneously on one ISDN access.


Compatibility


The ISDN CAPI Port Driver is based on CAPI 2.0. It complies with the Windows 95 architecture for remote access and services the VCOMM driver (an internal part of Windows 95).


Once installed it enables the Windows system for remote access to Windows NT servers, NetWare MultiProtocol Routers for ISDN and other routers or PPP compatible remote sites.





Installation


The installation routine of the driver corresponds to the Microsoft guide lines for Windows 95. It uses the common installation mechanism of Windows 95.


 


Test of Installation


If the driver installs without an error message and RAS is configured, all RAS services can be used as a test, for example a login in a PPP router.





Accessibility/Location


The ISDN CAPI Port Driver is distributed for free with the AVM ISDN-Tools disc, the AVM ISDN-Driver compact dics, the AVM Data Call Center (+49-30-399 84 300) and over the Internet (http://www.avm.de).
